Inspired by the sights and sounds,
especially the quiet that resides in Teton county,
the Teton Wilderness Suite was composed.

Many artists live here among the
mountains and the galleries are filled with
painting after painting of numerous scenes
depicting the Teton Mountains in various seasons,

and times of day.

This musical score is a literally a painting
with musical notes that unleash the very same
scenes that millions upon millions have come to
know and love here in the Tetons.

It is composed with the intent of utilizing
instruments that can conjure a range of harmonic
colors and transparent textures by being
performed anywhere in the wilderness, just as
plein-air's wander about with their easels, paints

and brushes. As the colors change from season
to season, so these notes can also be adapted to
any number of varied ensembles. This is because
each individual melodic line is carefully crafted
in excellence and stands on its own. Each part
